artists for upcoming seasons.

Important things to consider when coordinating your independent showcase:

All artists performing in independent showcases must purchase exhibit space in the Marketplace exhibit hall OR
be represented by an organization that has done so.

The list is not exhaustive, and artists and artist
managers/agents are encouraged to do their own research on venues in Indianapolis.

Scheduling your showcase during published Conference activities is strongly discouraged and may reduce
attendance. Showcase times that conflict with published Conference activities will NOT be published in the
Program Book or posted on Arts Midwest’s Web site.
